In case of Force Majsure, the provisions
of ARTICLE-24 — FORCE MAJEURE / EXCUSABLE DELAYS shall apply.

k. Forretrofit activities of HN Frigates which take place during upkeep
periods, if the BUYER postpones the starting date of the agreed upkeep period, the
BUYER shall inform the SELLER without delay. In such case, the date of delivery
of the Additional and Complementary Capabilities of the said retrofit shall be
postponed accordingly. If this change occurs during the last month before the
starting date of the relevant upkeep period, the Parties shall meet, discuss and
agree on the potential consequences.

ARTICLE-15 TRANSFER OF OWNERSHIP

a. The transfer of the ownership of the Equipment from the SELLER
to the BUYER will be effective upon signature of the PFQQA by the Parties in
accordance with the ARTICLE-13 — ACCEPTANCE.

b. The SELLER will deliver to the BUYER all Contractual items free
from any commitments, claims, mortgages, debts or third party's charges towards
the SELLER, as well as from any other legal encumbrances. In the event that such
a demand ariges from a creditor of the SELLER, the SELLER shall remedy the
demand at SELLER’s expense.

ARTICLE-16 LABELING & PACKAGING

a, Handling, packing and crating of the Contractual ltems will be
carned out by the SELLER In accordance with the French national standards. For
avoidance of doubt, these provisions regarding handling, packing and crating are
not applicable to the HN Frigates as vessel.

b. Especially conceming packing, the SELLER shall affix at a visible
point on the packag:ng of each ltem a label with the following data in English:

(4) Description

c. Parts delivered to the BUYER will be accompanied with the
following documents, inside the Item'’s box:

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(2) Additional information for dangerous, radioactive products etc.

d. Additionally, the SELLER shall include two copies of the Dispatch
Note outside the box in a waterproof envelope, if possible, or otherwise they will be
sent separately. These coples should not include prices. ‘

e. The containers / pallets / multiple packages will be marked as
follows, unless otherwise indicated by the BUYER to the SELLER:

(1) Total weight: in Kg, net and gross
(2) Total volume: in cubic meters

(3) SENSITIVE/FRAGILE ITEM/ AR TRANSPORTATION
ONLY, if applicable.

f. The packing shall satisfy the requirements of:

(2) IATA: International Air Transport Association
(3) IMDG: Intemational Maritime Dangerous Goods
g. For dangerous products (DG/Mazardous Materials), the

packagingl labelling / marking shall be according to ICAO / IATA Dangerous.

Products Regulations for Commercial Air, IMO / IMDG for Water and ADR / DGR
for land shipment, taking into account the type of transport as determined in the
Contract.

ARTICLE-17 CODIFICATION
a. The codification of the Equipment shall be made under SELLER’s

responsibility. The SELLER shall provide the codification of Equipment, which are .

enlisted in the Support Item List (SIL) (this list is part of the logistic data base).

b. Should the sub-components become NATO codified during the
term of this Contract, the SELLER shall provide such NATO codification promptly.

¢. The codification shall be compliant with the NATO regulation for
codification STANAG 3150, 3151, 4177, 4199, and 4438 and NATO manual on
codification ACodP-1 which will be used for codification of not NATO codified
Equipment. B

d. The SELLER is working in cooperation with the French National
Codification Bureau CIMD (Centre d'ldentification des Matériels de la Dsfense).

e. Technical data (including drawings, specifications, lists or any
other information on the physical characteristice of an Equipment) is required for the
identification/ codification and management of Equipment according to the NATO
Codification System (NCS).

f The SELLER shall make available to the Codification Authority,
within reasonable time, all necessary technical data for ali Equipment supplied
under this Contract. :

g. The SELLER shall dispatch the data of subcontractors or suppliers
or grant electronic access thereto, upon request from the Caodification Authorities.
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h. In addition to the initial provision of technical data, the SELLER

shall also provide any updated information on all Equipment specified in this

Contract resulting from agreed upon medifications, design or drawing changes as
well as any other changes occurring during the Contract Period.

i. The SELLER shall include the terms of this Article or an equivalent
contractual instrument in any sub-contract(s) to ensure the availability of technical
data to the Codification Authority. .

. Inthe event of a sub-contract with a manufacturer in a non-NATO
country, the SELLER shall be responsible for obtaining the necessary technical data
from the sub-contractor/supplier and for furnishing it to the Contracting Authority.

k. If the SELLER has previously supplied technical data for
codification purposes on any of the Equipment covered in this Contract to the
requesting Codification Authority, the SELLER is to state this fact and to indicate to
which NCB/Codification Agency they were supplied. The SELLER shall not under
normal circumstances be required to make further supply of the data already
provided.

ARTICLE-18 WARRANTY

18.1. Warranty Period

a. The SELLER, for a period of twelve (12) months following the
acceptance of the Contractual ltems by the BUYER, shall provide a warranty for
them against all defects which are due to materials that don't reach the Contract
performances, andfor poor workmanship and/or inadequate or faulty design on the
part of the SELLER and/or its sub-contractors, and not due to the negligence on the
part of the BUYER.

b.  The conformity will be evidenced by the successful completion of
the quality control procedures according to ARTICLE-11 — QUALITY CONTROL of
this Contract.

c. The software Warranty is applied in accordance with ANNEX-1 —
SOW HN FRIGATE and ANNEX-3 — SOWILS,

d. The warranty covers all cases, where either there is & defective
part or a capability dces not reach the Contractual performances as defined in this
Contract.

18.2. Warranty Claims Notification

a. The BUYER's notlfication concermng the defective part will be
provided to the SELLER as soon as possible, but in no case later than thirty (30)
days from the.date on which the defect is discovered.

b. During the warranty period, the SELLER Is obligated to replace or
repair the defective item. The decision to replace or repair shall be agreed by the
Parties based on SELLER's propesal. The SELLER may use a BUYER's spare par,
on the condition that the SELLER will replace it at his own cost.

c. The defective material will be transfarred to SELLER‘s facilities as
indicated by the SELLER.
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18.3. Warranty Claims Verification

a. Upon SELLER's request, if any, BUYER shall allow SELLER to
inspect, at BUYER’s premises:

(1) the alleged defect or the evidence of the alleged capability that
doss not reach the Contractual performances as defined in this Contract, provided
by the BUYER

(2) the Contractual ltem on which it is incorporated

(3) any maintenance and operation records of such defective part
and such Contractual Item, in accordance with the BUYER's security regulation.

b. The SELLER shall complete the verification process within a
period of twenty {(20) Working Days from BUYER'S notification, except where a
complicated defect requires a longer time, to be agreed by both Parties.

18.4. Transportation Cost

Any transportation costs (from BUYER's Country to SELLER’s
facilitics and retum), regarding repair or replacement of the defective matetial will
be borne by the SELLER. _

18.5. False Warranty Claims

Should the warranty claim be subsequently proven to be unfounded,
the BUYER shall reimburse the SELLER for the cost of transportation, Inspection,
dismantling and reassembling as well as the repair / replacement cost (if such
operation has been requested by the BUYER).

18.6. Remaining VWarranty

a. The warranty applicable to the repaired or replaced material after
the return to the BUYER shall bs:

(1) equal to the remaining original warranty period or

(2) equal to six () months if the remaining original warranty
period Is less than six (6) months.

b. In case of a repetitive defect on the same item, the SELLER shall,
at his own cost, take necessary actions to identify the origin of the defect and
propose an action plan to cotrect the defect to be agreed by the Parties.

c. The warranty period for each defective part of a Contractual ltem
shall not exceed however eighteen (18) Months in aggregate from the date of
acceptance of the Contractual ltem. The time spent by the SELLER to correct the
defect shall not be included in the above warranty period.

d. Should the SELLER choose to correct the defect by a form, fit,
function equivalent solution or by new design solution, the aggregate period of
18.8.c above may be extended to a maximum of twenty four (24) Months from the
date of acceptance of the Contractual Item. In such case and depending on the
extent of the modification, an ECP may be agreed to reflect the configuration
change, while the newly installed component will bear a 12-month warranty
coverage.
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18.7. Warranty Exemptions
The warranties granted by the SELLER to the BUYER under this Article
shall not apply fo the following:

d. Any Equipment that have been involved in an accident not
attributable to the SELLER.

e. Defects resulting from normal wear and tear, battle damages,
accident or external object damages.

f. Any defect caused by gross negligence of the BUYER. In such a

case, the responsibility of proof shall be borne by the SELLER.

g. Contractual ltems which are consumable and which have been
consumed due to normal wear and tear during the warranty period.

18.8. Warranty Liability

Unless othorwise stated in this Contract, the warranty set forth
hereabove is exclusive and Instead of any other warranties or representations,
statutory, expressed or implied by law or otherwise, and of any other commitment
of the SELLER in connection with the concerned defect in the Equipment/Services.
Implied warranties or conditions of fitness, and merchantability shall not apply in any
circumstances

18.9. Warranty Transfers

a. The SELLER upon delivery of each ship shall notify the BUYER,
in writing, the list of the Contractual Items that have valid warranties beyond the
standard twelve (12) months period. _

b. The SELLER shall transfer all remaining valld warranties
conditions of the subcontractor for the hereto mentioned Contractual Items to the
BUYER after the standard twelve (12) month period.

ARTICLE-19 TORPEDOES - INITIAL LOGISTICS PACKAGE (ILP)

a. The SELLER shall provide Integrated Logistics Support for four (4)
HN Frigates as described in ANNEXES 3 and 7. :

they shall be of the latest factory production. In case there is a shelf life limit
regarding their usability, the SELLER shall ensure that the remalning time limit of

the spare parts during their delivery is at least 2/3 of their total shelf life limit.

19.3. Training for HN Frigates
a. The SELLER shall provide training as described in ANNEXES 4

b. The duration of the technical training is estimated to last six (6)

the last three (3) months of the technical training, the crews will be based in Lorient.

. ¢. The SELLER is responsible to provide safety gear (Safety Clothing
and Footwear) throughout the training period.

ARTICLE-20 PROGRAM MANAGEWMENT REVIEWS

a. The normal development - implementation and the progress of the
Program will be examined during meetings - reviews by the BUYER's and the
SELLER's representatives, as detailed further in ANNEX-1 — SOW HN FRIGATE.

b. These program management reviews will be a means of
communication between the Parties and will be based on an agenda previously
agreed.

c. The SELLER will submit to the BUYER, according to ANNEX-1 -
SOW HN FRIGATES, the subjects of the program management review agenda,
before the program management review meeting.

d. The subjects of the agenda will cover, without being restricted to,
matters such as development, qualification, production, modification, contract,
finance, management and the deliveries (payment - delivery).

e. Any Party is entitied to request inclusion of specific subjects in the -

program agenda, under the condition that the said subject is part of the application
field of this Contract.

f. Subject to any Covid-19 restrictions, the meetings will take place
every six (6) months unless both Parties decide to change the aforementioned
periodicity.

g. The SELLER will arrange for a secretary support of all meetings
including the writing of the minutes. The mesting will take place in France, unless
otherwise agreed by the Parties. [n each case the SELLER or the BUYER will be
responsible for the organization of the meetings in each country, including the
preparation of the conference rooms and all the necessary means.
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h. The travelling expenses and accommodation in France of
BUYER's representatives shall be bomne by the BUYER.

i. The minutes of the meetings that will be prepared by the SELLER
will be signed by the head representatives of both Parties at the end of the

aforementioned meetings.

ARTICLE-21 TECHNICAL MODIFICATIONS — CONFIGURATION CONTROL

The technical modifications may be due to:
a. safety modifications presented by the SELLER
b. other modifications issued by the SELLER.
c. modifications requested by the BUYER
21.2. Safety Modifications

a. Safety modifications are mandatory modifications, classified as
such by the SELLER, shall be lmplamented at no extra cost to the BUYER in the
production line of the Equipment.

b. The SELLER shall present to the BUYER the corresponding
Engineering Change Proposal ("ECP") to inform the BUYER of such modification.

c. The SELLER will present the consequences of such modification

- for formal approval by BUYER.

21.3. Modifications issued by the SELLER

a. The SELLER may incorporate changes related to adjustments, to
additional capabilities during the production phase or due to a change in the frigate
configuration under the French FDI program ("Changes").

b. The SELLER shall present to the BUYER the corresponding
Engineering Change Proposal ("ECP") to inform the BUYER of such modification.

c. In case that such changes do not affect:
(1) the prices,
(2) the schedules,
(3) the performance of the Contractual ltems,

(4) the logistic support (except update of the Technical
Publication), the SELLER may incorporate, at no cost to the BUYER, the Changes
without BUYER's prior approval. The BUYER shall be informed of such Changes
through the corresponding ECP.

d. A Contract Amendment will be signed upon both Parties
agreement in case that the changes affect:

(1) the prices,
{2) the schedules,
(3) the performance of the Contractual ltems,
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(4) the logistic support (except update of the Technical
Publication),

e. In case the BUYER does not order the Changes in the frigate
configuration identical to the ones ordered by the French customer for the first
French FDI! frigate, the impact induced by. the divergence of the programs
configurations will be discussed between the Parties and a Contract amendment will
be signed, if needed.

f. A list of ECPs already ordered for the French FDI frigate will be
handed over to the BUYER by T0+2 months.

ARTICLE-22 FOLLOW ON SUPPORT (FOS)

a. A separate FOS contract has been signed between the SELLER
and the BUYER covering the duration of a 36 (thirty-six)-month period In-Service
Support (ISS), starting at each HN Frigate delivery for HN1, HN2 and HNS3, at a total
cost of 138.000.000 EUR.

b. This separate FOS contract is amended at the same day by a
separate amendment to cover HN4 and to extend the FOS contract duration for
HN1, HN2 and HN3, as specified in the amended FOS contract, at an additional
cost of 56.200.000 EUR.
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ARTICLE-23 LIQUIDATED DAMAGES
23.1. Late Deliveries

a. Ifthe SELLER is not able to respect the Scheduled Delivery Date

of any Contractual ltem mentioned in ARTICLE-14 — DELIVERY, the SELLER will
inform the BUYER of such detay and will propose the actions scheduled to deliver

the Contractual Item in the best new lead time.

. b. In such a cass, the BUYER shall provide solely for the following
contractual items a grace period of:

(1) three (3) months for HN1 at STD-1 and the associated
Contractual ltems (Complementary Capabilities to bring HN1 at STD-1, ILP and

(2) three (3) months for HN2 at STD-2 and the associated

¢. Ifthe above delay:

(1) is less than the aforementioned agreed respective grace
period, the BUYER shall not impose any liquidated damages for late deliveries.

(2) is more than the aforementioned agreed respective grace
period, the SELLER shall request for extension of the delivery date. The maximum
of the extension period that can be granted by the BUYER Is nine (8) months (after
the grace period). In such a case;

(a) the BUYER shall impose to the SELLER after the above

If the
SELLER does not agree with the calculated liquidated damages, the provisions of
ARTICLE-29 — DISPUTES SETTLEMENT - ARBITRATION shall apply.

e. The said liquidated damages will be calculated on the contractual
value of the delayed Contractual [tem in accordance with Article 23.3.

23.2. Performance Deviations

a. The petformance of the HN Frigates shall. conform to the
specifications laid down in ANNEX-5 — TECHNICAL DESCRIPTION HN FRIGATE
of this contract, and evidenced through the trials stipulated in ANNEX-1 — SOW HN
FRIGATE.

b. For each key performance parameter defined in the following
table, failure to meet the minimum admissible performance level (including
tolerance) shall incur a liquidated damage payable to the BUYER of zero point six
percent {0,6%) of the related Contractual ltem price. The said liquidated damages
will be calculated on the contractual value of the Contractual Item in accordance
with Article 23.3.

c. In the event of a pefformance reaches a value worse than the
rejection value defined in the above table, and after the SELLER has exhausted the

applicable action plan agreed by both Parties without success, the BUYER reserves

the right not to accept the HN Frigate and refuse to sign the Certificate of
Acceptance and the PFQQA.

d. Without prejudice to the aforementioned provisions or the
provisions - of ARTICLE-29 — DISPUTES SETTLEMENT - ARBITRATION, the
BUYER resetves the right to accept the HN Frigate with a dlscount to be mutually
agreed by the Parties.

23.3. Cap of Liquldated Damages

a. The liquidated damages so charged by the BUYER to the SELLER
for late delivery and for performance deviations of any Contractual Item, will not
exceed in aggregate nine comma six percent (9,8%) of the contractual value of the
Contractual Item.

b. Liquidated damages shall be invoiced by the BUYER and paid by
the SELLER by bank transfer. Payments shall be made within sixty (60) Days from
receipt of BUYER's invoice.

c. In the event, the SELLER does not pay the liquidated damages
within sixty (60) Days, the BUYER shall apply the liquidated damages against any
future payment and then impose partial forfeiture of Good Performance and/or
Downpayment Bank Guarantee under this Contract.

d. Payment of the liquidated damages shall be in full satisfaction of

the SELLER’s liability for delay and performance deviations under the Contract.

: e. The BUYER shall be entitled to terminate the delayed Contractual
ltem for SELLER's default, in accordance with the provisions of ARTICLE-38
TERMINATION para. 38.1.a(1), if the SELLER fails to deliver the sald Contractual
Item and the above defined 9,6% liquidated damages cap is reached after the grace

period,
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ARTICLE-24 FORCE MAJEURE / EXCUSABLE DELAYS

a. If in case of a force majeure event, the SELLER fails to deliver
within the time periods the Contractual ltems, the SELLER will be entitled to request
a postponement of the contractual delivery times, without any penalties imposed,
under the condition that the SELLER will proceed to the actions defined in the
following paragraphs. The sald postponement will be equivalent with the delay
atiributable to the event of force majeure plus the period necessary for the SELLER
to overcome the consequences of the delay, mutually agreed by the Parties.

b. The term "FORCE MAJEURE" refers to events such as strikes
(unless they are limited to the employees of the SELLER), seizures or other labour
disturbances, hostilities, wars declared or not, exclusions, revalts, terrorist actions,
epidemics, pandemics, landslides, earthquakes, storms, lightning, floods, civil
disturbances, explosions and any other unforeseeable events that are beyond the
control of the Parties.

c. Force Majeure affesting a sub-contractor, supplier or vendor of the
SELLER shall be considered as affecting the SELLER (provided the SELLER
provides the related evidence to the BUYER). -

d. No Party shall be deemed to be in breach of its obligations under
the Contract provided that the fulfilment of such obligations is hindered by any force
majeure event occurring after the date of signature of the Contract by both Parties.

e. Ifitisfound that:
(1) there is fault of the BUYER, or
(2) there is force majeure

the Scheduled Delivery Dates of Contractual ltems shall be postponed without
imposing sanctions on the SELLER.

f The SELLER shall demonstrate the force majeure event, the
respective duration of the attributable delay, as well as the negative influence of the
force majeute event to the normal implementation of this Contract, The SELLER s
obliged to submit to the BUYER documents, as applicable, certifying the events
stated by the SELLER in order for the force majeure event to be confirmed by the
BUYER within forty (40) Working Days.

(2) delivery period of Equipment more than twelve (12)
months

and
(3) partial deliveries are not applicable

if so requested by the SELLER, a downpayment up to fifty percent (50%) shall be
provided by the BUYER to the SELLER. Along with the invoice for downpayment,
the SELLER shall provide the BUYER with the Downpayment Bank Guarantee
issued or amended as per ANNEX4 — TEMPLATES.

c. The expity date of each Downpayment Bank Guarantee
provided under the ODS Purchase Orders, shall be equal to the agreed delivery
period plus three (3) months. The amount of the downpayment shall be deducted
from the invoice amount, and payment to the SELLER shall only be made for the
amount remaining after deduction.

(4) The Good Performance Bank Guarantee 2 shall be
issued for an amount being five per cent (5%) of the total Initial FOS Period Price
and shall be valid starting from the release date by the BUYER of Good Performance
Bank Guarantee 1.

(6) Upon signature of the Amendment No1, the SELLER
shall provide the BUYER a Good Performance Bank Guarantee 3 for the good
execution of the terms and conditions of the Contract, issued as per the template in
ANNEX-4 - TEMPLATES.

(6) The Good Performance Bank Guarantee 3 shall be
issued for an initial amount being two per cent (2%) of the totai Additional FOS
Period Price for the Additional FOS Period valid until an expiry date defined as T4-
6 months, plus three (3) months.

(7) At T4-6 months, the SELLER shall provide the BUYER
with the Good Performance Bank Guarantee 4 to replace the Good Performance
Bank Guarantee 3 for the Additional FOS Period, for the good execution of the terms
and conditions of the Contract, issued as per the template in ANNEX-4 —
TEMPLATES.

(8) The Good Performance Bank Guarantee 4 shall be
issued for an amount being five per cent (5%) of the total Additional FOS Period
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Price for the Additional FOS Period and shall be valid starting from the release date
by the BUYER of Good Performance Bank Guarantee 3.

c. Good Performance Bank Guarantee 2 and 4 calendar expiry
date shall be defined respectively as the date of the Initial FOS Period Completion
and the date of Additional FOS Period Completion, as per ARTICLE-30 —
CONTRACT COMPLETION, plus three (3) months.

d. Incase the Initial FOS Period or the Additional FOS Period is
extended, the SELLER is responsible for instructing the issuing banks to extend the
Bank Guarantee accordingly, before the expiry date of the Bank Guarantee, upon
instruction by the BUYER.

Greek
VAT, if any, shall be charged to or self-assessed by the BUYER in addition to the
price of each Equipment / Service subject to such VAT.

6.3. General Taxation Terms

a. Any taxes, fees, duties and any other fiscal charges
whatsoever imposed or to be imposed by states and Authorities outside of the
BUYER’s Country, in relation to procurement performance, shall be borne by the
SELLER.

b. Theimposed by law deductions in favor of various Greek State
Legal Entities (Beneficiaries), amount to 6% of the value of the Contractual ltems
are analysed as follows:

(2) Shall be calculated on the prices given in ART!ICLE-4 —
PRICES of this Contract, and it will be paid to the Hellenic Republic and third parties
under the BUYER’s responsibility at no charge for the SELLER.

d. Equipment and Services shall not be charged with import
duties.

e. Inaccordance with articles 62 and 64 of the Greek Income Tax
Code (Law 4172/2013), payments made by the BUYER to the SELLER for the
supply of goods and services are not subject to withholding tax except those in
relation with supplies, if any, made by the SELLER through a permanent
establishment it has in Greece.

f. The SELLER and the subcontractors thereof, if any, shall be
charged with taxes and duties of the Greek State for every business activity
performed by the SELLER through a permanent establishment in the BUYER's
Country for the implementation or for facilitating the implementation of this
procurement.

ARTICLE-7 TRANSPARENCY

a. Parties will comply with ethical and transparency regulations
applicable in their respective countries.

b. The SELLER or their legal representatives are forbidden to
have and use any Intermediary, Middleman or Agent in the Contract conclusion and
execution procedure. For the purpose of this paragraph the term Intermediary,
Middleman or Agent means anyone who, in his capacity as an independent mediator
and on a non-permanent basis, is entrusted either to negotiate on behalf of another
person, the sale or purchase of goods, or to negotiate and enter into such
transactions in the name and on behalf of the represented.

c. The SELLER may accept consultancy services related to the
Contract from experts as for instance law firms, tax, technical, commercial and
financial advisors.

d. The SELLER is forbidden to employ, under any labor, work or
order relationship, military or civil staff working for the Hellenic Ministry of National
Defense for a three (3) years period after they are retired or have left service in any
other way.

e. If the SELLER violates the obligations and prohibitions
provided for in paragraphs 1 and 2 of article 10 of law 3978/2011, the following
sanctions shall be imposed, by the Hellenic Ministry of National Defence competent
authority:

(1) if the execution of the Contract has not been completed,
cumulatively, the SELLER is declared forfeited, the guarantee of good performance

The Contractual Items to be delivered and performed under this
Contract shall comply with the Statement of Work attached in ANNEX-1 and the
Technical Description attached in ANNEX-2 — TECHNICAL DESCRIPTION and
carried out in accordance with good engineering practice. The compliance will be
evidenced by the successful completion of the quality control procedures according
to ARTICLE-10 — QUALITY CONTROL of this Contract.

ARTICLE-9 BUYER FURNISHED X - BFx

a. BFx are part of BUYER's obligations as set forth in ANNEX-1
— STATEMENT OF WORK.

b. When the performance of the Contract is subject to the supply
by the BUYER to the SELLER of BFx, the list of such BFx shall be mutually agreed
upon. The BFx shall be provided free of charge and compliant to their specification.

c. In case of any delay from the BUYER in providing the BFx or
failures of BFx supply, which affect the performance of the Contract, the SELLER
shall accordingly be granted to a postponement of delivery / performance dates for
the impacted deliveries/performances. The BUYER shall repair / replace / fix, etc
the defective BFE, if any, at its own choice, at its own cost and under its
responsibility.

d. The postponement of delivery / performance dates shall not
be deemed to be a breach by the SELLER of its obligations and therefore, shall not
lead to a termination for breach of the SELLER or a forfeiture.

e. All BFx shall remain the property of the BUYER and shall only
be used for the purpose of this Contract.

f. The SELLER is responsible to perform at his cost the
protection, preservation, insurance and sterage of BFx provided to him by the
BUYER until their hand over back to the BUYER.
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g. Risks associated with the BFx shall be transferred to the
SELLER upon their delivery to SELLER in accordance ANNEX-1 — STATEMENT
OF WORK and shall be retransferred back to the BUYER upon their hand over back
to the BUYER,

ARTICLE-10 QUALITY CONTROL

a. The SELLER shall implement a Quality Management System
certified according to ISO 9001. The SELLER undertakes to maintain the validity of
the aforementioned certification, and to keep it at the BUYER's disposal during the
Contract validity period.

b. All activities to be performed under this Contract shall be
carried out following the engineering standards as defined within the SELLER's
organization and those applied by the SELLER in relation to similar defense
equipment industrialization for the French government.

c. In accordance with SELLER’s standing regulations and
procedures, the Equipment shall be submitted throughout its manufacturing,
inspection and acceptance tests to the surveillance of the Quality Department of the
SELLER.

d. As part of its quality control system, the SELLER shall prepare
records evidencing all inspections made by it and their outcome. These records shall
be kept available to the BUYER upon request during the performance of this
Contract.

ARTICLE-11 ACCEPTANCE

The acceptance of the Contractual items shall be accomplished as
stated in ANNEX-1 — SOW and as follows:

11.1. Acceptance of Lump Sum Contractual ltems

a. Acceptance of the Lump Sum Services and Supplies shall be
completed. upon signature by both Parties of a Certificate of Completion and a
PFQQA (ANNEX-4 — TEMPLATES) at the Delivery Date. The Certificate of
Completion shall be signed after receipt of the relevant documentation for the
respective milestone, as stipulated in ARTICLE-5 — PAYMENT TERMS and in
ANNEX-1 — SOW,

b. For the completion of the Upkeep periods, a dedicated
Certificate of Completion shall be signed by both Parties, as defined in ANNEX-1 —
SOW and ANNEX-2 — TECHNICAL DESCRIPTION. In addition, a PFQQA shall be
signed at the same time, to initiate the payment procedure laid down in ARTICLE-5
~ PAYMENT TERMS.

c.  Should the BUYER fail to sign the Certificate of Completion as
well as the PFQQA within ten (10) Working Days from the Delivery Date, or refuse
to sign it without due justification, the aforesaid Certificate of Completion shall be
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signed by the SELLER alone, and shall be deemed to have the same contractual
effects as if it was signed by both Parties.

11.2. Acceptance of On-Demand Contractual ltems

a. Acceptance of On-Demand Contractual Items shall be
completed upon signature by both Parties of a Certificate of Completion (for
Services) or a Certificate of Acceptance (for Supplies), as defined in ANNEX-1 —
SOW. In addition, a PFQQA shall be signed at the same time, to initiate the payment
procedure laid down in ARTICLE-5 — PAYMENT TERMS.

b. Incase of missing or non-conforming evidence of acceptance,
as per ANNEX-1 — SOW, the BUYER reserves the right not to sign the respective
acceptance documents. The SELLER shall then undertake all necessary actions to
restore the missing or non-conforming evidence and enable the signature of the
acceptance documents by both Parties.

c. Should the BUYER fail to sign the relevant Certificate as well
as the PFQQA within ten (10) Working Days from its presentation, or refuse to sign
it for unjustified reasons, the aforesaid Certificate shall be signed by the SELLER
alone, and shall be deemed to have the same contractual effects as if it was signed
by both Parties.

11.3. Contractual ltems with Reservations

a. In case of reservations resulting from SELLER’s activities the
Parties agree the following: '

(1) At the end of an Upkeep Pericd, for reservations that
prevent the BUYER from declaring the concerned HN Frigate as “ready to sail”, the
Upkeep Period shall remain in progress. The BUYER shall not sign the Upkeep
Period Certificate of Completion and the respective PFQQA. The SELLER shall
agree with the BUYER on an action plan to resolve the reservations, complete the
Upkeep Period and render the HN Frigate “ready to sail”.

b. In exceptional circumstances, should the BUYER not take
timely delivery of the Equipment, the SELLER will store, guard, protect and insure
the Equipment as necessary, for a maximum time period of thirty (30) Days after the
agreed delivery date, at SELLER's cost.

c. After the above-mentioned thirty (30) Days period and if the
BUYER still not take delivery of the Equipment, the SELLER reserves the right to
invoice the BUYER with all justified expenses incurred by him limited to
preservation, storage, insurance of the Equipment and in this case, the BUYER shall
pay the corresponding invoice according to ARTICLE-5 — PAYMENT TERMS. In
case of Force Majeure the provisions of ARTICLE-21 — FORCE MAJEURE /
EXCUSABLES DELAYS shall apply.

12.2, Services

a. The scheduled Services, regarding the works for the
implementation of the Upkeeps periods, shall be delivered / implemented according
to the schedule defined in ANNEX-1 — STATEMENT Of WORK.

h. The SELLER shall include the terms of this Article or an
equivalent contractual instrument in any sub-contract(s) to ensure the availability of
technical data to the Codification Authority.

i. In the event of a sub-contract with a manufacturer in a non-
NATO country, the SELLER shall be responsible for obtaining the necessary
technical data from the sub-contractor/supplier and for furnishing it to the
Codification Authority.

j.  If the SELLER has previously supplied technical data for
codification purposes on any of the Equipment covered in this Contract to the
requesting Codification Authority, the SELLER is to state this fact and to indicate to
which NCB/Codification Agency they were supplied. The SELLER shall not, under

normal circumstances, be required to make further supply of the data already
provided.

k. The SELLER shall contact the Codification Authority in his
country for any information concerning the NATO Codification System.
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ARTICLE-16 WARRANTY

For the purpose of this Article reference to “Equipment’ shall mean
“Equipment or any part thereof, excluding documentation”.

For the purpose of this Article reference to “Service” shall mean
“Maintenance Work”.

16.1. Warranty Period

a. [Each Equipment is warranted for a period of twelve (12)
months from its Acceptance,

b. The documentation is warranted for a period of six (6) months
from its Acceptance.

c. The Services are warranted for a period of six (6) months from
their Acceptance.

d. The SELLER shall provide a warranty for Equipment against
all defects which are due to materials non compliant with the Technical Description,
and/or poor workmanship and/or inadequate or faulty design on the part of the
SELLER and/or its sub contractors, and not due to the negligence on the part of the
BUYER.

16.2. Warranty Claims Notification

a. The BUYER's natification concerning the defective Equipment
or any Service will be provided to the SELLER as soon as possible, but in no case
later than thirty (30) days from the date on which the defect is discovered.

b. During the warranty period, the SELLER is obligated to
replace or repair the defective Equipment or Service. The decision to replace or
repair shall be agreed by the Parties based on SELLER's proposal. The SELLER
may use a BUYER'’s spare part, on the condition that the SELLER will replace it at
his own cost.

c. The defective Equipment will be transferred to SELLER'’s
facilities as indicated by the SELLER.
16.3. Warranty Claims Verification

a. Uponthe SELLER'’s request, if any, the BUYER shall allow the
SELLER to inspect, at BUYER’s premises:

(1) the alleged defective part of the Service

(2) the alleged defective Equipment and the system /
subsystem on which it is incorporated

(3) any maintenance and operation records of such
defective part and such Equipment, in accordance with the BUYER's security
regulation.
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b. The SELLER shall complete the verification process within a
period of twenty (20) Working Days from BUYER'S notification, except where a
complicated defect requires a longer time, in which case a longer time for such
verification process shall be agreed by both Parties.

16.4. Costs of transport

Any ftransportation costs (from BUYER’s Couniry to SELLER's
facilities and return), regarding repair or replacement of the defective Equipment will
be borne by the SELLER.

16.5. False Warranty Claims

Should the warranty claim be subsequently proven to be
unfounded, the BUYER shall reimburse the SELLER for the cost of transportation,
inspection, dismantling and reassembling as well as the repair / replacement cost
(if such operation has been requested by the BUYER).

16.6. Remaining Warranty

a. The warranty applicable to the repaired or replaced Equipment
after its return to the BUYER shall be:

(1) equal to the remaining original warranty period or

(2) equal to six (6) months if the remaining original warranty
period is less than six (8) months.

b. In case of a repetitive defect on the same Equipment, the
SELLER shall, at his own cost, take necessary actions to identify the origin of the
defect and propose an action plan to correct the defect to be agreed by the Parties.

c. The warranty period for each defective Equipment shall not
exceed eighteen (18} months in aggregate from the date of acceptance of the
Equipment. The time spent by the SELLER to correct the defect shall not be included
in the above warranty period.

16.7. Warranty Exemptions

The warranties granted by the SELLER to the BUYER under this
Article shall not apply to the following:

a. Any Equipment that have not been operated, stored and
maintained according to the SELLER’s Technical Documentation provided for in this
Contract.

b. Any Equipment that have been modified by the BUYER after
their delivery, without the prior written SELLER's consent.

c. Any Equipment from which the SELLER’s or OEM’s serial
" number or trade name or trademark has been removed and thus it cannot be
identified.

d. Any Equipment that have been involved in an accident not
attributable to the SELLER.
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e. Defects resuiting from normal wear and tear, battle damages,
accident or external object damages.

f.  Anydefect caused by gross negligence of the BUYER. In such
a case, the responsibility of proof shall be borne by the SELLER.

g. Contractual Items which are consumable and which have
been consumed due to normal wear and tear during the warranty period.

16.8. Warranty Liability

Unless otherwise stated in this Contract, the warranty set forth
hereabove is exclusive and instead of any other warranties or representations,
statutory, expressed or implied by law or otherwise, and of any other commitment
of the SELLER in connection with the concerned defect in the Equipment/Services.
Implied warranties or conditions of fithess, and merchantability shall not apply in any
circumstances,

16.9. Warranty Transfer

a. The SELLER upon delivery of each Equipment shall notify the
BUYER, in writing, of any valid warranty beyond the standard twelve (12) months
period.

b. The SELLER shall transfer all remaining valid warranties
conditions of the subcontractor for the hereto mentioned Contractual Iltems to the
BUYER after the standard twelve (12) month period.

ARTICLE-17 ON DEMAND SERVICES AND SUPPLIES
17.1. RFP_and Ordering

a. The BUYER shall issue to the SELLER a Request For
Proposal (“RFP”) with respect to the On-Demand Items.

b. The period for the SELLER to issue proposal in response to
the RFP, such period being computed from the date of receipt of the RFP, is up to:

(1) two (2) Working Days for on board flat fee intervention
after 1%t leve! diagnosis carried out by the SELLER, as per ANNEX-1

(2) five (5) Working Days for spare parts included in the
yearly provided catalogue

(3) forty five (45) Working Days for ECP or when OEM is
involved in the quotation process

(4) thirty (30) Working Days for all other cases

c. Inthe event the SELLER is unable to issue a proposal within
the time period defined above, the SELLER shall notify the BUYER of such event
and provide an action plan.

d. Upon agreement of both Parties on the terms of each
SELLER's proposal, the BUYER shall issue to the SELLER a Purchase Order with
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respect to the corresponding On-Demand Contractual Iltems. The SELLER shall
supply/perform the On-Demand Contractual Items as per a delivery schedule to be
mutually agreed upon in accordance with the BUYER'’s forecasted needs, and
subject to the terms and conditions of the Contract Purchase Order.

e. Each Purchase Order shall include at least the following

information:

(1) Reference to this Contract

(2) Purchase Order reference identification number

(3) The On Demand Contractual ltems’ references/scope of
supply

(4) Purchase Order payment terms

(6) Description, quantity, specifications, delivery dates of the
On Demand Contractual Items and the Purchase Order Price to be paid by the
BUYER to the SELLER and any specific terms and conditions of performance.

(6) Potential impact on the duration of the Up-Keep period,
if any

f.  Once signed by the BUYER, the Purchase Order shall be sent
to the SELLER by a way that provides acknowledgement of receipt.

g. Each Purchase Order shall be deemed to incorporate all the
provisions of this Contract unless the Parties expressly agree to the contrary.

h. Purchase Orders under ODS can be placed after T1, except
otherwise mutually agreed upon.

ARTICLE-18 PROGRAM MANAGEMENT REVIEW

a. The normal development - implementation and the progress
of the Follow-On Support program shall be examined during meetings/reviews by
the BUYER'’s and the SELLER's representatives, as detailed further in ANNEX-2 —
TECHNICAL DESCRIPTION.

b. These program management reviews will be a means of
communication between the Parties and will be based on an agenda previously
agreed.

c. The SELLER will submit to the BUYER, within a reasonable
time period, the subjects of the program management review agenda, in order for
the BUYER to study them before the program management review meeting.

d. Any Party is entitled to ask for including specific subject in the
program agenda, under the condition that the said subject is part of the application
field of this Contract.

e. Subject to any Covid-19 restrictions, the meetings will take
place as per the periodicity defined in the Contract Data Requlrements List ("CDRL")
attached in ANNEX-1 — STATEMENT Of WORK, unless otherwise agreed between
the Parties. The meetings will take place in Greece unless otherwise agreed by the
Parties. The BUYER will be responsible for the normal organization of the meetings
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in Greece, including the preparation of the conference rooms and all the necessary
means.

f. The minutes of the meetings that will be prepared by the
SELLER will be signed by the head representatives of both Parties at the end of the
aforementioned meetings.

ARTICLE-19 TECHNICAL MODIFICATIONS — CONFIGURATION CONTROL

a. The SELLER may incorporate technical medifications related
to the HN Frigate configuration after BUYER'’s request during the Contract Period.

b. The technical modifications are implemented only through
ECPs as part of the ODS.

c. The SELLER shall present to the BUYER the corresponding
ECP, as per template of ANNEX-4 — TEMPLATES.

d. ECPs will be implemented through Purchase Orders.

ARTICLE-20 LIQUIDATED DAMAGES
20.1. General Terms

a. Ifthe SELLER is not able to respect the Agreed Delivery Time
of any Contractual ltem, the SELLER will inform the BUYER of such delay and will
propose the actions scheduled to deliver the Contractual Item in the best new lead
time.

b. In such case the BUYER shall provide a grace period of:

(1) one (1) week for each UP1

(2) two (2) weeks for each Ext-UP1

(3) four (4) weeks for replenishment of lump sum spare parts
(4) one (1) week for each Purchase Order under ODS

c. Ifthe above delay:

(1) is less than the aforementioned granted grace period, the
BUYER shall not impose any liquidated damages for late deliveries.

(2) is more than the aforementioned granted grace period,
the SELLER shall request for extension of the Delivery Date, where liquidated
damages shall apply. The maximum of the extension period that can be granted by
the BUYER is one hundred and four (104) Working Days (after the grace period).

d. The said liquidated damages will be calculated on the
contractual value of the delayed Contractual Item(s). The UP1 and Ext-UP1 are
priced in table of ARTICLE-5 — PAYMENT TERMS. The imposition of the said
liquidated damages does not depend on the SELLER's prior agreement or consent.
If the SELLER does not agree with the calculated liquidated damages, the
provisions of ARTICLE-26 — DISPUTES SETTLEMENT - ARBITRATION shall

apply.
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20.2. Late Deliveries of Contractual ltem(s)

The BUYER shall impose to the SELLER after the above grace
period, the following liquidated damages:

a. Forone (1) to twenty (20) Working Days delay, the liquidated
damages vary from zero point zero three per cent (0.03%) to zero point sixty per
cent (0.60%), i.e. zero point zero three per cent (0.03%) for the first Working Day
and zero point zero three per cent (0.03%) for every additional Working Day during
the following nineteen (19) Working Days.

b. For twenty one (21) to forty (40) Working Days delay, the
liquidated damages vary from zero point sixty four per cent (0.64%) to one point
forty per cent (1.40%), i.e. zero point sixty four per cent (0.64%) for the first twenty
one (21) Working Days and zero point zero four per cent (0.04%) for every additional
Working Day during the following nineteen (19) Working Days.

c. For forty one (41) to sixty (60) Working Days delay, the
liquidated damages vary from one point forty five per cent (1.45%) to two point forty
per cent (2.40%), i.e. one point forty five per cent (1.45%) for the first forty one (41)
Working Days and zero point zero five per cent (0.05%) for every additional Working
Day during the following nineteen (18) Working Days.

d. After sixty (60) Working Days delay, the liquidated damages
imposed is zero point zero six per cent (0.06%) for every additional Working Day of
delay.

20.3. Delay for reason not attributable to the SELLER

a. Inthe event that the delay is due to any act, omission or delay
of the BUYER with respect to its obligations under this Contract or any agreed
impact on the duration of the Upkeep under any Purchase Order or any
circumstances agreed upon between the Parties, the Agreed Delivery Date shall be
postponed for a period to be agreed between the Parties but such period shall not
be less than the period of delay.

b. The SELLER shall not incur any liability or penalty with respect
to such delay.

204. Cap of Liguidated Damages

a. The liquidated damages so charged by the BUYER to the
SELLER for late delivery / performance of any Contractual Item, will not exceed in
aggregate five point zero four percent (5,04%) of the contractual value of the
Contractual ltem.

b. The BUYER will do the calculation of the delay pericd. The
BUYER shall present its calculation to the SELLER and provide the SELLER with
information forming the basis of BUYERS calculation.

c. Liquidated damages shall be invoiced by the BUYER and paid
by the SELLER by bank transfer. Payments shall be made within sixty (80) Days
from receipt of BUYER's invoice.
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d. In the event, the SELLER does not pay the liquidated
damages within sixty (60) Days, the BUYER shall apply the liquidated damages
against any future payment and then impose partial forfeiture of Good Performance
and/or Downpayment Bank Guarantee under this Contract.

e. Payment of the liquidated damages shall be in full satisfaction
of the SELLER's liability for delay under the Contract.

f. The BUYER shall be entitled to terminate the delayed
Contractual Item for SELLER's default if the SELLER fails to deliver / perform the
said Contractual item and the above defined five point zero four percent (5,04%)
liquidated damages cap is reached after the grace period, in accordance with the
provisions of ARTICLE-34.1.a.

ARTICLE-21 FORCE MAJEURE / EXCUSABLE DELAYS

a. If, in case of a force majeure event, the SELLER fails to deliver
within the time periods the Contractual ltems, the SELLER will be entitled to request
a postponement of the contractual delivery times, without any penalties imposed,
under the condition that the SELLER will proceed to the actions defined in the
following paragraphs. The said postponement will be equivalent with the delay
attributable to the event of force majeure plus the period necessary for the SELLER
to overcome the consequences of the delay, mutually agreed by the Parties.

b. Theterm "FORCE MAJEURE" refers to events such as strikes
(unless they are limited to the employees of the SELLER), seizures or other labour
disturbances, hostilities, wars declared or not, exclusions, revolts, terrorist actions,
epidemics, pandemics, landslides, earthquakes, storms, lightning, floods, civil
disturbances, explosions and any other unforeseeable events that are beyond the
contro] of the Parties.

c. Force Majeure affecting a sub-contractor, supplier or vendor
of the SELLER shall be considered as affecting the SELLER (provided the SELLER
provides the related evidence to the BUYER).

d. No Party shall be deemed to be in breach of its obligations
under the Contract provided that the fulfillment of such obligations is hindered by
any force majeure event occurring after the date of signature of the Contract by both
Parties.

e. Ifitis found that:

(1) there is a delay or fault of the BUYER in performance of
BUYER'’s Obiligations, or

(2) there is force majeure

the Agreed Delivery Dates of Contractual Iltems shall be postponed without imposing
sanctions (Liquidated damages under ARTICLE-20 — LIQUIDATED DAMAGES,
Termination or forfeiture under ARTICLE-34 — TERMINATION OF THE CONTRACT
- FORFEITURE) on the SELLER.
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(3) In case of paragraph 21.e.(1) above, when the
performance of an Upkeep is foreseen to be affected, the BUYER shall issue a
Purchase Order under ODS .procedure, during the Upkeep preparation period, in
order to fulfii BUYER’s Obligations no later than the Upkeep kick-off meeting.

(4) In addition, should the SELLER incur expenses (such as
additional purchases) due to the above event (under paragraph 21.e.(1)), the Parties
shall meet and discuss such expenses. If such expenses are agreed by the Parties
then the BUYER shall cover such expenses against presentation of supporting
documents either by issuing a Purchase Order under the ODS procedure or under
any other BUYER's internal procedure.

f.  The SELLER shall demonstrate the force majeure event, the
respective duration of the attributable delay, as well as the negative influence of the
force majeure event to the normal implementation of this Contract. The SELLER is
obliged to submit to the BUYER documents, as applicable, certifying the events
stated by the SELLER in order for the force majeure event to be confirmed by the
BUYER within a twenty (20) Working Days. If the BUYER does not confirm the force
majeure event within the aforementioned period, then the force majeure event shall
be deemed confirmed.

g. The aforementioned events must be repotted by the SELLER,
in writing to the BUYER within twenty (20) Days from their occurrence.

h. After the end of a force majeure event, the Contract
performance will be resumed by the Parties. Any necessary Contract amendments
(time schedule of deliveries, payments, etc.) will be defined and agreed within three
(3) months.

i.  If the duration of the force majeure event exceeds eighteen
(18) consecutive months, the Parties shall meet and decide whether the Contract
shall be terminated in accordance with ARTICLE-34 — TERMINATION -
FORFEITURE paragraph 34.2.

ARTICLE-22 LOSS OR DAMAGE RISK

a. All loss or damage risks attached to the delivered Equipment
shall pass from the SELLER to the BUYER upon delivery, according to the
provisions in ARTICLE-12 — DELIVERY.

b. Should any loss of or damage to Equipment occur following
their respective transfer of risks to the BUYER, and provided that the Parties'
investigation proves that the above situation is the result of the SELLER's gross
negligence or fraud, then the responsibility of such loss or damage will be
undertaken by the SELLER.

c. The said responsibility consists on, but is not restricted to, the
replacement with an equivalent Equipment (or part or subsystem of it) or repair of
the corresponding Equipment (or part or subsystem of it).
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d. The aforementioned obligation of the SELLER is independent
of his obligation to repair or replace the defective Equipment as provided in
ARTICLE-16 — WARRANTY.

ARTICLE-23 INTELLECTUAL PROPERTY RIGHTS
23.1. The SELLER

a. Hereby represents and the BUYER hereby acknowledges and
agrees that subject to third parties rights, all the industrial and intellectual property
rights related to the Contractual ltems of this Contract shall remain vested in the
SELLER, and none of such rights shall be deemed granted to the BUYER under this
Contract.

b. Nevertheless, the BUYER shall be granted through this
Contract the relevant non-exclusive and non-transferable right to use, operate and
maintain for its own needs the procured Contractual ltems and any related Technical
Publications for the life duration of the Contractual Items.

23.2. The BUYER
Undertakes noft to:

a. disclose, assign or transfer to any third party, in whole or in
part, with or without compensation, all or part of the Equipment, Services and
deliverable(s), all documentation, data, drawings, software programs contained in,
or relating to, this Contract, except if agreed expressly by the SELLER, for purpose
of enabling the BUYER to support the Contractual Items.

b. market, reproduce, to have reproduced or permit to have
reproduced the Service(s) and Equipment(s) as well as documentation, data,
drawings, software programs provided to the BUYER in connection with this
Contract, except if agreed expressly by the SELLER, for purpose of enabling the
BUYER to support the Contractual ltems.

23.3. Software

Concerning the SELLER proprietary software, integrated into the
Contractual ltems and making a part thereof, the SELLER hereby gives to the
BUYER a right limited to internal use, without any right to:

a. assign nor sublicense

b. make any copy whatsoever, except for one copy for back-up
purpose only

c. make any reverse engineering or decompiling.

ARTICLE-24 WAIVER OF RIGHT

a. The failure or omission of either Party to enforce at any time
any provisions of this Contract, or to exercise any right herein provided, shall not be
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construed to be a present or future waiver of such provisions and shall not affect the
validity of the Contract.

b. If any Party expressly waives any right deriving from any
Article or provision of this Contract, this does not mean he will automatically waive
any future right or obligation to comply with such an Article or provision, or any other
right or obligation deriving from any other provision of this Contract, unless agreed
upon in writing by both Parties.

ARTICLE-25 INSURANCE - LIABILITY
25.1. Insurance

The SELLER shall maintain in full force, throughout the
implementation period of this Contract (and the Purchase Orders resulting
therefrom) a general liability insurance, which is usually acquired for covering
damages (including at least bodily injury, property damages, pure consequential
loss caused to third parties such as interns, visitors, employees of the BUYER).

25.2. Liability

a. The SELLER shall be liable for the delivery and completion of
the Contractual Items resulting from this Contract.

b. Unless otherwise stated in this Contract, each Party shall bear
the risks of loss or damage of its property, injury of its personnel and its liability
towards third parties and shall bear liabilities arising therefrom unless it is proven
they were caused by wilful misconduct or gross negligence of the other Party.

c. Forthe purpose of the present Article, gross negligence shall
mean an action or omission implying an obvious lack of care of the negligent party
(considering the seriousness of the consequences a precautious man of the art
would have anticipated) or an action or omission leading to presume a deliberate
refusal to take into consideration these consequences and not only any kind of lack
of care or lack of skill.

d. The SELLER's total and cumulated maximum liability in
relation to the Contract or for any loss damage or expense as a result of any
accident, injury or damage to any person or Contractual item, (whether in contract,
tort, strict liability, warranty or otherwise), shall in no event exceed twenty five
percent (25%) of the total Contract Price.

e. In no event will any Party be liable for any indirect,
consequential, incidental, special or punitive damages of any kind suffered by the
other Party, including, but not limited to, damages for any loss of use or profit, loss
of assets, loss resulting from business disruption, loss of goodwill or loss of
contractual opportunity.
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ARTICLE-26 DISPUTES SETTLEMENT - ARBITRATION

a. The settlement of any possible dispute arising out of or in
connection with the present Contract will be conducted in gocd faith by the Parties.
In case the settlement of the dispute cannot be achieved by an amicable settlement,
either Party is entitled at any time to forward the matter to mediation and arbitration
as provided for below.

b. Failing an amicable settlement, the dispute shall be finally
settled under the Rules of Arbitration of the International Chamber of Commerce by
three arbitrators appointed in accordance with the said Rules. The board of
arbitration shall be composed of three arbitrators:

(1) one to be appointed by the BUYER,
(2) one to be appointed by the SELLER and

(3) the third one being appointed by the two Parties jointly
or, in case of no agreement between them about this appointment within 60 days
after the appointment of the two arbitrators, the third arbitrator shall be appointed in
accordance with the ICC rules of arbitration.

c. The place of arbitration shall be Athens (Greece).

d. The arbitration award shall be final and binding upon the
Parties.

e. The Parties expressly waive any right to refuse the application
of the provisions of this Article, based upon immunity of jurisdiction. and/or
enforcement for any cause whatsoever such as the identity of the Parties or the
nature of this Contract.

f.  The arbitration will be governed and interpreted in accordance
with the laws of the Hellenic Republic.

g. The applicable language of the arbitration process will be
English. However, the Parties shall have the right to submit documents in Greek or
French with an obligation to submit the said documents in English, certified by a
sworn translator, within a period of 1§ working days from the documents submission
date in Greek or French. This 15 working days shall not be included in the timetable
for the progress of the arbitration proceedings.The Party submitting documents in
Greek or French shall bear the cost of such transiation.

h.  The month of August shall not be included in the timetable for
the progress of the arbitration proceedings.

ARTICLE-27 APPLICABLE LAW

a. This Contract will be governed by and interpreted in
accordance with the laws of the Hellenic Republic.

b. Any change in the said Hellenic laws, after the date of
signature of this Contract, which affects the performance and/or the prices of the
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Contract, may be the subject of an amendment to be mutually agreed upon between
the Parties, as per ARTICLE-33 — CONTRACT AMENDMENTS.

ARTICLE-28 LANGUAGE OF THE CONTRACT

a. Subject to the provisions of paragraph 28.b below, this
Contract has been executed in four (4) original copies, two (2) in Greek version and
two (2) in English version. In the event of any discrepancy or inconsistency between
the Greek and the English versions of the Contract, the Hellenic version shall prevail
over the English one.

b. The Parties agree that all Annexes of the Contract and
associated technical documents shall only exist in the English version,

c. All correspondence between the BUYER and the SELLER as
well as all deliverables to the BUYER under this Contract shall be in the English
language.

ARTICLE-29 CONTRACT COMING INTO FORCE

a. The Amendment No1 shall become effective upon the date
(herein after referred to as “Effective Date or TO_1") when all the following conditions
have been fulfilled:

(1) Occurrence of the effective date of the Main Contract
signed by the Parties

(2) Signature of this Amendment No1 by both Parties

(3) Granting of all necessary French export authorizations
and approvals in relation with the signature of this Amendment No1 issued by the
French Government and notification thereof by the SELLER to the BUYER

(4) Receipt by the SELLER of the French End User and Non
Transfer Certificate in relation with the signature of this Amendment No1 duly signed
by the competent BUYER's authority, according to the template attached as
ANNEX-4 — TEMPLATES

() Receipt by the SELLER of the Downpayment 4 related
to Amendment No1 as per ARTICLE-5 - PAYMENT TERMS

(6) Receipt by the BUYER of the Downpayment Bank
Guarantee 4 for the Additional FOS Period and the Good Performance Bank
Guarantee 3 related to Amendment No1 as per ARTICLE-5 — PAYMENT TERMS

b.  Should the above conditions not be met before the 25t of July
2025 (or any extended period as may be mutually agreed upon in writing by the
Parties), then the SELLER shall be entitled to revise the delivery schedules and any
other conditions of the Contract.

c. Should the above conditions not be met within six (6) months
after the 26" of July 2025 (or any extended period as may be mutually agreed upon
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in writing by the Parties), then the SELLER shall have the right to notify the BUYER
that the terms and conditions of the Amendment No1 have expired. Upon issuance
of such notification, the Amendment No1 shall be deemed to be null and void. Any
bank guarantee as weli as the downpayment related to Amendment No1 shall be
returned and released with immediate effect by both Parties.

d. Once effective as above, the SELLER shall notify the BUYER
of the actual Amendment No1 Effective Date (T0_1).

e. Except in the event of termination, this Contract shall remain
effective until all outstanding rights and obligations under the Contract have been
performed (the “Contract Period”).

f.  The SELLER shall start executing / performing |1SS tasks:

(1) of HN1 Frigate at T1, only if the BUYER has made the
Down Payment 2 & 3 according to the payment schedule and the BUYER has
received the Down payment Bank Guarantees 2 and 3 and Good Performance Bank
Guarantee 2, as per ARTICLE-5 — PAYMENT TERMS.

(2) of HN1 Frigate at T1+36 months or HN4 Frigate at T4
(earliest of the two dates), only if the BUYER has made the Down Payment 5 & 6
according to the payment schedule and the BUYER has received the Down payment

Bank Guarantees 5 and 6 and Good Performance Bank Guarantee 4, as per
ARTICLE-5 — PAYMENT TERMS.

g. The effective date of each Purchase Order, shall be
considered the date on which conditions have been met sequentially:

(1) Signature of the Purchase Order by the BUYER

(2) Receipt by the SELLER of the signed End User and Non

(3) Receipt by the SELLER of the downpayment, if any

h. Except in the event of termination, the Purchase Orders end
at the extinction of all the statutory and contractual obligations resuiting therefrom,
as well as the complete and final settlement of all the accounts and settlement of
any disputes (if any) between the Parties.

i.  Purchase Orders with respect to On-Demand Items may be
awarded throughout the Contract Period. Should a Purchase Order have duration
beyond the Contract Period, then the provisions in the Contract relating to the
concerned Purchase Order shall apply correspondingly after the expiry of the
Contract.

ARTICLE-30 CONTRACT COMPLETION

a. The Contract and Purchase Orders shall be deemed
performed when the following conditions are met cumulatively:

Classified Information shall be so designated by a security classification marking,
and shall be managed as per ARTICLE 39 — SECURITY.

32.2. Proprietary Information

a. The term Proprietary Information shall mean any Party's
information including without limitation, any written or printed documents, samples,
models, data or material with corporate sensitive content (e.g. technical or trade
secrets) and determined by the Party to require protection against unauthorized
disclosure. Such SELLER’s Proprietary information shall be so designated by one

b. The SELLER’s Proprietary Information shall also be subject to
the provisions of ARTICLE 23 — INTELLECTUAL PROPERTY RIGHTS.

32.3. Releasability

For the period of validity of this Contract and for a period of ten (10)
years from its end or termination, the Parties undertake to protect and keep in strict
confidence any Proprietary Information as defined below:

a. not to disclose directly or indirectly, Proprietary Information to
any third party other than the persons within their respective organization who have
a strict need to know and solely for the purpose of this Contract, without the prior
written approval of the originator of such information (the SELLER's subcontractors

b. not to copy such Proprietary Information, without the prior
written approval of the originator. Transmission of Proprietary Information to the
French Official Services (e.g DGA) is excluded from the above restrictions.

32.4.3. Personal Data Protection

The Parties shall comply with the European Regulation 2016/679
relating to the processing of personal data, as amended or revised during the period
of validity of this Contract.

ARTICLE-33 CONTRACT AMENDMENTS

a. As general term, this Contract may be amended with the
written consent of both Parties only.

b. This Contract may be amended in any of the following cases
without an opinion of the State Legal Council of Hellenic Republic:

(1) For additional Services or Supplies by the SELLER, that
have become necessary and that were not included in the initial procurement, where
a change of SELLER:

(@) cannot be made for economic or technical reasons
such as requirements of interchangeability or interoperability with existing
equipment, services or installations procured under the initial procurement, and

(b) would cause significant inconvenience or
substantial duplication of costs for the contracting authority.

Any increase in price shall not exceed 30% of the value of the original contract.
Where several successive amendments are made, that limitation shall apply to the
value of each amendment. Such consecutive amendments shall not be aimed at
circumventing the provisions of national and European law.

(2) Where all of the following conditions are fulfilled:

(@) The need for amendment has been brought about
by circumstances which a diligent contracting authority could not foresee;

(b) The amendment does not alter the overall nature of
the contract;

(c) Any increase in price is not higher than 30 % of the
value of the original contract. Such consecutive amendments shali not be aimed at
circumventing the provisions of national and European law.

(3) Where a new contractor replaces the SELLER as a
consequence of universal or partial succession into the position of the SELLER,
following corporate restructuring or internal reorganization, including takeover,
merger, acquisition or insolvency, of another economic operator that fuffils the
criteria for qualitative selection initially established provided that this does not entail
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other substantial amendments to the contract and is not aimed at circumventing the
application of the provisions of national or european law.

(4) Where the value of the amendment is below both of the
following values of the thresholds set out in Article 24 L. 3978/2011 and the 10% of
the initial contract value for service and supply contracts. However, the amendments
may not alter the overall nature of the contract. Where several successive
amendments are made, the value shall be assessed on the basis of the net
cumulative value of the successive amendments.

(5) When an amendment regardless of its value is not
considered fundamental according to the provisions of the following point.

c. Amendments to fundamental contractual provisions can take

(6) The amendment causes damages in the interests of the
Hellenic Republic.

ARTICLE-34 TERMINATION OF THE CONTRACT - FORFEITURE
341, Termination For SELLER'’s Forfeiture

a. The BUYER is entitied to terminate the non performed part of
this Contract for SELLER’s default, if the SELLER:

(1) is still failing to deliver / perform the Contractual Items,
after the end of the grace period plus the extension period, for non-excusable delay.
The corresponding termination shall apply only to the part of the Contract relating to

In such case, this Contract shall be automatically
deemed terminated one (1) day prior to the issuance of the said court decision,
without the need for written notice of termination by the BUYER.

or

. (4) there is a breach of transparency obligations under
ARTICLE-7 —~ TRANSPARENCY

b. Notwithstanding of the above provisions, the BUYER is not
entitled to declare the SELLER forfeit for reasons of:

(1) force majeure event
(2) overriding public interest.

c. When the BUYER decides to exercise his right to terminate
this Contract for any of the reasons set forth in the above sub-paragraph 1.a., the
following procedure shall apply:

(1) The BUYER shall give notice to the SELLER specifying
the reason and calling upon the SELLER to take remedial action in period the
BUYER will determine, which in any case shall not be less than two (2) months.

(2) The SELLER shall within the above determined period
following the receipt of the BUYER's written notice, either, if applicable:

(a) perform the obligation remaining to be performed,
or

(b} rectify the default,
or

(c) if the default cannot be remedied within the above
determined period, replace the defaulting or non-delivered Contractual ltem by an
alternative solution, provided that such solution does not adversely affects the price,
interchangeability and performances of the concerned Contractual item(s).

(3) Where the SELLER has taken action as above sub
paragraph 34.1.c.(2) the notice given by the BUYER ceases to have effect.
Otherwise, the affected part of the Contract may be terminated by BUYER's notice
upon expiration of the above determined period after the receipt of the BUYER's
notice. This date, being hereinafter referred to as the "Effective Termination Date".

d. Where the Contract is the subject of the above termination:
(1) The BUYER:
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(a) Is entitled to declare the SELLER forfeit.

(b) Is entitled to take ownership, at contractual price, of
the following:

2/ Contractual Items in relation with the
terminated part of the Contract still under manufacturing process or materials bought
for the implementation of the Contract, hereafter referred to as "Termination
Inventory". The said Termination Inventory will be established by the SELLER
according to its own accounting standard.

(c) Has the right to instruct the SELLER to continue
work on Contractual items in relation with the terminated part of the Contract in
course of manufacture at the Effective Termination Date up to their completion. In
such case, the appropriate terms of the Contract shall be reasonably adapted by
mutual agreement for such continuing work.

(d} Shall interrupt the payments due to the SELLER for
the Contractual Items that have been terminated and not delivered.

(e} Shall be refunded by the SELLER a sum equal to
all advance payment made up to the Effective Termination Date with respect to
Contractual Items not delivered and subject to such termination.

(Hh Shall impose partial forfeiture of the Good
Performance, Downpayment Bank Guarantee as the case may be, in favor of the
HN's Pension Fund.

(2) The SELLER:

(@) Shall have the right to stop the work and all actions
related to the performance of this Contract at the Effective Termination Date, except
if otherwise instructed by the BUYER.

(b) Submit to the BUYER a listing of the termination
inventory within two (2) months from the Effective Termination Date.

(c) Shall be entitled to keep the ownership of any
Contractual Item not accepted or delivered on the Effective Termination Date, at no
cost to the BUYER, when the BUYER has not exercised the right provided in the
above sub-paragraph 34.1.d.(1).

e. In the settlement of account under paragraph 34.1.d., any
refund to the BUYER by the SELLER, equal to the sum of all advance payments
made up to the Effective Termination Date with respect to Contractual ltems subject
to such termination (and not delivered), is not limited by the SELLER'’s total and
cumulated maximum liability as per ARTICLE-25 — INSURANCE-LIABILITY.

34.2. Termination For Force Majeure / Excusable Delays

c. If the above settlement termination report is in favour of the
SELLER, the BUYER shall pay by bank transfer to the SELLER on its account the
corresponding amount within sixty (60) days from its acceptance by the BUYER.

d. If the above settlement termination repott is in favour of the
BUYER, the SELLER shall pay by bank transfer to the BUYER on its account the
corresponding amount within sixty (60) days from its acceptance by the BUYER.

34.3. Termination For BUYER'’s Default

a. The SELLER is entitled to terminate the non performed part of
this Contract or a Purchase Order for BUYER’s default if the BUYER fails to fulfill or
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to perform its material Contractual Obligations, for reasons different from those
mentioned in ARTICLE-21 — FORCE MAJEURE / EXCUSABLE DELAYS of this
Contract, including failure to make a payment four (4) months after the
corresponding payment due date or failure to fulfill BUYER's Obligations as per
ANNEX-1 — STATEMENT OF WORK, paragraph 9.3 plus four (4) months grace
period and according to the procedure below:

(1) The SELLER shall notify in writing its decision to
terminate the Contract for BUYER's breach.

(3) Within sixty (60) days of the notification of termination,
the SELLER will establish a settlement termination report.

(4) The BUYER will then have thity (30) days from
presentation of the settlement termination report by the SELLER, to accept or reject
it, in writing. In case of rejection, the Parties shall have sixty (60) days to find an
agreement on the settlement termination report. If no agreement has been reached
by then, the provisions of ARTICLE-26 — DISPUTES SETTLEMENT -
ARBITRATION shall apply.

b. The aforementioned settlement termination report shail be
construed as follows:

(1) To the CREDIT of the SELLER;

(a) The contractual price of the Equipment accepted
and Services completed at the date of termination.

(b) A pro-rata value of the contractual price(s) of:

1/ Equipment partially or fully completed (and
awaiting countersignature of a PFQQA in relation to Equipment}

and

2/  Services partially or fully completed (and
awaiting countersignature of a Certificate of Completion), in each case at the date
of termination, adjusted as appropriate in accordance with the terms of this Contract.

(c) Al costs and expenditure not otherwise included
above, properly incurred or committed by the SELLER in the performance and/or
the termination of this Contract.

(2) To the DEBIT of the SELLER:
(a) All payments already made by the BUYER.

(b) All liquidated damages incurred by the SELLER at
the date of termination.

c. If the above settlement termination report it is in favor of the
SELLER, the BUYER shall pay by bank transfer to the SELLER on its account the
corresponding amount within sixty (60) days from its acceptance by the BUYER.
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d. If the above settlement termination report it is in favor of the
BUYER, the SELLER shall pay by bank transfer to the BUYER on its account the
corresponding amount within sixty (60) days from its acceptance by the BUYER

34.4. Termination Due to Change of Control

In case of change of control of the SELLER as defined in Article 12
of the Greek Law 3978/11 and provided the BUYER proves there is national security
reasons or public interest reasons, then the BUYER shall be entitled to terminate all
or part of the Contract in the same manner and under the same conditions as
provided for in paragraphs 34.3.b,c and d above.

ARTICLE-35 SECURITY OF SUPPLY

a. The SELLER may not be required to obtain a commitment
from a European Union Member State that would prejudice that European Union
Member State's freedom to apply, in accordance with relevant international or
Community law, its national export, transfer or transit licensing criteria in the
circumstances prevailing at the time of such a licensing decision.

b. The requirements concerning the security of supply are as
follows:

(1) The SELLER will inform about any limitation or
commitment that will be imposed on the BUYER in disclosing or using the
Equipment or any results of such Equipment that may arise as part of an export
control or security arrangement unless it is classified information. In such a case the
BUYER may verify the existence of such a restriction through the relevant
Governmental authority of the SELLER’s country.

(2) The SELLER has in place an integrated supply chain
system with organization and geographic ocation that ensures the security of supply
of the Equipment under this Contract. In addition, he commits himself to ensuring
that possible changes in its supply chain during the performance of the Contract will
not adversely affect the performance by the SELLER of its obligations under the
Contract.

(3) The SELLER commits to establish and/or maintain the
capacity required to meet additiona! needs required by the BUYER, for example, in
case of crisis, according to terms and conditions to be agreed.

(4) The SELLER commits himself:

(@) That he will endeavor to ensure the maintenance,
modernization or adaptation of the Equipment to be carried out under this Contract
with a view to the security of supply.

(b) That he will promptly inform the BUYER of any
change in his organization, supply chain or industrial strategy that could affect his
obligations towards the BUYER.

(5) Should:
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(@) manufacturing of some supply under the Contract be
stopped by SELLER for any reason whatsoever during the term of the Contract, and

(b) the SELLER do not intend to implement alternative
manufacturing of the same or similar supply,

SELLER shall inform the BUYER with sufficient notice and shall give the BUYER,
following its written request, the opportunity, to purchase through a “last buy order”
a defined quantity of said supply in accordance with a quotation to be made by the
SELLER. The last buy order shall become effective upon agreement between the
Parties on its terms and conditions. The last buy order right of the BUYER must be
exercised within six (6) months from the first notice from the SELLER.

(6) The SELLER shall provide to the BUYER the forecast
information about OEM end of support equipment, six (8) months before the
conclusion of the Contract.

(7) It is agreed that the SELLER is obliged to remove a
subcontractor from its supply chain if the BUYER raises national security concerns
after the Parties have signed an amendment to this Contract. After notification by
the BUYER of national security concern in the respect of a sub-contractor, the
SELLER shall present to BUYER the corresponding modification to the Contract,
which might affect the prices, the schedules, the performance of the Contractual
Items and the logistic support. Such modifications shall be incorporated into a
mutually agreed amendment (if needed) to the Contract.

ARTICLE-36 ENVIRONMENT - SAFETY

The Parties obligations regarding environment and safety during the
execution of the Contract, is detailed in ANNEX-2 — TECHNICAL DESCRIPTION.

ARTICLE-37 INTENTIONALLY LEFT BLANK

ARTICLE-38 SUBCONTRACTORS

a. At its sole discretion and responsibility the SELLER may
appoint suitable and reliable subcontractors.

b. All sub-contractors shall be under the control of the SELLER
at the SELLER'S responsibility.

ARTICLE-39 SECURITY

a. For classified information furnished by either Party to the
other, the Parties shall sign the Security Aspects Letter (SAL) of ANNEX-3 —
SECURITY at the Effective Date of the Contract at the latest. This information shall
be handled in accordance with the security procedures of the corresponding
National Authorities as specified in the references of the SAL.
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b. Both Parties shall remain responsible for the classified
information in their possession, related to the Contract. Each Party shall take all
steps to protect the other Party’s classified information provided to third parties. The
SELLER shall mention in the subcontracts the obligations related to the possession
and use of BUYER’s classified information and shall sign a dedicated SAL with the
BUYER and the related subconctractor.

c.  Physical and Personnel security shall be subject to the Parties’
national security laws and regulations.

ARTICLE-40 [IMPORT AND EXPORT LICENSES

a. The SELLER commits himself to apply in due time for all
necessary export licenses for the Contractual Items, to the responsible government
authorities of his country as well as of all countries manufacturing Contractual ltems
and/or part(s) of Contractual Items, in order to enable the delivery of the Contractual
Items according to the conditions of this Contract. The BUYER shall get in due time
by the responsible government authorities of his country the necessary approvals
including the licenses of import in Hellenic Republic in order to enable the delivery
of Contractual ltems according to the conditions of this Contract.

b. Any approvals of the Hellenic administration related to the
SELLER’s personnel (including entry and exit visa, work permissions and the
insurance procedures) will be ensured by the SELLER according to the in force
Hellenic laws, regulations and procedures.

c. The BUYER will provide necessary assistance to the SELLER
in order to speed up the procedures related to the SELLER's applications that have
been submitted to the responsible authorities of the Hellenic government in order to
get the necessary permissions concerning the SELLER’s personnel according to
the Hellenic laws and regulations.

d. The SELLER will not export or re-export, either directly or
indirectly, in any third country or to any citizen of a third country, any data,
information and materials received from the BUYER, according to this Contract,
without any prior authorization (for export or re-export) by the Hellenic government.

e. The BUYER undertakes to sign all required documents in a
timely manner, such as, but not limited to, the French End User and Non Transfer
Certificate in the form set out under the ANNEX-4 — TEMPLATES. Security Aspects
Letter has to be signed by the BUYER in accordance with ANNEX-3 — SECURITY
and released to the SELLER prior to the first delivery of Contractual Items to aliow
their delivery.

f.  The BUYER shall obtain, if necessary, the temporary export
authorizations, with the SELLER’s assistance if required, to allow temporary export
of Contractual Items and/or equipment to be overhauled, repaired, modified or
upgraded under this Contract.

g. Forany delay due to refusal, cancellation or postponement of
export authorizations by any governmental authority, not attributable to any fault of
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the SELLER, the SELLER shall inform the BUYER of the situation. The Parties
mutually agree that they will meet and review in good faith the consequences of
such events on the performance of this Contract (action plan, alternative sources or
other solution) being understood that the SELLER shall make its best efforts to
mitigate the consequences of such a situation. If no solution is found, the SELLER
shall be granted a postponement of time in the performance of the Contract,
including a potential postponement of the Scheduled Delivery Date of the
Contractual Items. The SELLER shall not be liable for any failure to perform the
Contract, in particular for the delay in delivery of the Contractual Item concerned.

ARTICLE-41 FINAL PROVISIONS
41.1. General

a. Both Parties agree that they enter this Contract in good faith
and transactional ethics in order for the Contract to be executed properly.

b. The Parties shall try to resolve issues raised in relation with
and during the performance of the Contract in first instance through mutual
agreement.

41.2. Fair and Reasonable Prices

a. The SELLER declares that the prices of this Contract are
established on a most favored nation / customer basis. The said prices are at least
the same as those that have been offered to the armed forces of the SELLER’s
country under the same conditions and circumstances for the goods and services
that are identical to the Contractual Item.

b. The BUYER retains the right to request an opinion from a
competent French State Authority, as to whether the pricelists offered by the
SELLER to the BUYER are considered "fair & reasonable". In such case, the
SELLER will cooperate with the French State Authority by providing requested
available information.
